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Grading: Each of your thought essays will be evaluated as | would a research proposal. Your
Research Paper will be evaluated as a research paper submitted for a journal. Your essays will be
evaluated based on two criteria a) your mastery of the subject and b) your ability to think and
articulate new lines of academic inquiry on the topic. Truly outstanding work requires that your papers
have both the above-mentioned qualities. “A” grades imply that you have demonstrated both the
above qualities in your papers. “B” grades indicate that even though you have demonstrated a
mastery of the subject, there is not much indication that you have pushed the topics towards further
development. “C” grades imply that you have failed to demonstrate neither a mastery of the subject
nor a manner of developing topics in the field further.
