
	 Send official test scores needed to fulfill admission requirements 
If you have taken and passed AP, IB or CLEP exams to satisfy any of the CSU 
admission requirements, request that your official scores be sent to SJSU.

	 Attend mandatory Spartan Experience for Transfers
If you do not attend or leave during any portion of SET orientation you will be 
blocked from registering for classes and will not be able to attend SJSU in 
Fall 2022.

	 Meet the Requirements for Lower Division Admission
An internal review (verification) of your application will be conducted. Your 
official, final transcript(s) must show that you meet the current impaction 
criteria and freshman admission requirements in order to pass verification. 
Failure to pass verification will result in your admission being withdrawn.

To ensure your provisional admission passes verification, make sure your 
official, final transcript(s) meet the following criteria:

•	 Confirm the completion of all of your “A-G” college preparatory 
coursework with a grade of “C-” or higher by the end of Spring 
2022. SJSU will accept grades of “Credit” or “Pass” to satisfy “A-G” 
requirements completed during Winter, Spring, Summer or Fall 2020 
terms and during Winter or Spring 2021 terms. All prior coursework must 
be graded and a grade of C- or better must be earned for the course to 
satisfy “A-G” requirements.

•	 Confirm your date of graduation
•	 Earn a minimum of 2.0 in all college coursework
•	 If you have taken AP exams to satisfy any of the CSU admission 

requirements, contact College Board immediately and request that your 
official scores be sent to SJSU.

•	 Meet the current impaction criteria for your major for the Fall 2022 term.

	 Meet Math Enrollment Requirements
Your math enrollment requirement will depend on your major, completed 
mathematics coursework, test scores, and other factors. You will receive 
a MySJSU message from Supported Instruction in the second week of 
May with further details. More information about math course options can 
be found at sjsu.edu/supportedinstruction, or you can email Supported 
Instruction at supportedinstruction@sjsu.edu.

	 Monitor Your MySJSU Account – EXTREMELY  IMPORTANT
SJSU communicates almost entirely by messages and “To Do List” items 
posted to your MySJSU (one.sjsu.edu) account. Check your MySJSU account 
frequently for updates to your status, important messages, and invitations 
to upcoming events. You are responsible for compliance with all deadlines 
posted on your MySJSU account. Failure to do so may result in your 
application or admission being withdrawn even if you have signed up for 
housing, attended orientation, or registered for Fall 2022 classes.

Because of SJSU’s campus-wide impaction status, students who were assigned to 
the alternate major listed on the SJSU application or wish to change majors will follow
