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Course Description

From Catalog: “This course is a lower division introduction to the history of human rights as a concept and body of international law, and to the complicated role
of human rights in contemporary social justice campaigns.”

This course explores the following:

The origin of human rights (as an idea and body of law)

The definition of human rights in international law (i.e. through human rights instruments, such as the Universal Declaration of Human Rights)?
Functions of the major international courts (ICC and ICJ)

Significant human rights related international NGOs and their workings

The relationship between international human rights and human rights struggles and social problems in the U.S. and local communities

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

Course Learning Outcomes (CLO)

The goals of this course are to (1) give students a basic understanding of the events, actors and ideas that gave rise to the concept of human rights; (2) give students
a basic understanding of international human rights law and a general familiarity with common human rights instruments; (3) give students the opportunity to
grapple with the complicated relationship in theory and practice between human rights and social justice. As part of this last goal, students will become relatively
familiar with several contemporary human rights campaigns.

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

e (CLO1) Recall a general history of human rights including the significant events, actors, and ideas that gave rise to the concept of human rights.

e (CLO2) Demonstrate a general familiarity with major human rights instruments and how these instruments work with regard to international (treaty) law.

e (CLO3) Demonstrate a familiarity with several current human rights campaigns (domestic and international), reporting agencies (Human Rights Watch,
Amnesty International, etc.), and policy debates.
