Writing Assignments (WA)- These writings are abstracts of the reading assignments. Judges and lawyers 

depend on abstracts of lengthy legal decision to provide a condensed version into a one page abstract without 

losing any essential information.  See detailed instructions in Canvas for this assignment.  

 

Quizzes (Q) - These quizzes test that the student has read the assignment from start to finish and understands 

the underlying structure of the argument as well as its finer, more critical points. These quizzes will prepare you 

for the Final Student Essay. Quizzes must be completed by the due date/time, or the short answers will not 

be graded.  Please use a printed hard copy of the reading as your notes for the quiz.  You will have to show that 

to the webcam each page of your reading printout for recording purposes before the start of the quiz. Please 

KLJKOLJKW�NH\�IDFWV�WKH�DXWKRU¶V�LV�HPSKDVL]LQJ�LQ�WKH�UHDGLQJ�� Use the subheadings to help you determine the 

most important info in each sub-headed section.

Lecture Notes (LN)- For each reading, I will review the major concepts via Canvas within canvas.  Take 

handwritten notes on these sessions to help you prepare for assignments.  See detailed instructions in Canvas for 

this assignment.  

 

Final Research Paper (FRP) ± This essay will serve as your final exam and culminating project for this 

course. See detailed instructions in Canvas for this assignment. This assignment will be due at the end of the 

final exam time for this class. 

 

Oral Presentation (OP)- This presentation will be a video recording of your oral presentation of your final 

research paper. See detailed instructions in Canvas for this assignment.

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Classroom Protocol 

1) I drop the two lowest grades for Quizzes and LNs and one lowest for the WAs. This is 3.5 weeks’ worth 

of work to help with the burden of the pandemic. This policy provides great flexibility for students to cover 

things like: uploaded the assignment to wrong folder, added the class late, uploaded the assignment in .pages, 

.rtf, etc. and not in required format, uploaded in multiple files when one file is required, did the assignment on 

the wrong reading, lecture, or quiz, got sick but did not visit doctor for 3rd party documentation, job and family 

demands, lost WIFI/computer crashed during the quiz, started the wrong quiz, got red-flagged multiple times by 

lockdown browser, etc.  Canvas automatically configures the lowest grade drop policy in its grades. Use this 

generous privilege prudently.  

2) Late work beyond what is covered in the lowest grade drop policy is only accepted with a 3rd party 

documented excuse with signature/ full contact information/date range the excuse covers. You must notify 

me ASAP by email about your situation and keep any documentation for use as a 3rd party documentation for 

late work, that should be uploaded with your late assignment onto canvas.

7) Students are required to read the feedback that I give on graded assignments. I provide feedback to help you 

improve on your assignments. Your grade will be affected if you are not reading and improving from the 

feedback provided.

8) Respondus lockdown/webcam will be used on all quizzes.  Before the start of the quiz, Respondus lockdown 

will require an environmental check where you need to provide a view of your ID and the immediate work 

area where you will take the quiz and show that there are no devices accessible to you in your workspace via 

your webcam.   If you want to use a copy of the reading for the quiz, you will have to show that to the 

webcam.  You will not be able to use any other materials besides a printed hardcopy of the reading for 

this quiz. Please flip through each page of the reading to the webcam for recording purposes. Any egregious or 

multiple breaches in the Respondus lockdown protocol can result in a zero for the quiz, which you will have to 

use your lowest grade drop to cover. Repeat breaches may result in an F for the course. 

  

9) I will review emailed drafts of most writing assignments attached as a Word document between 9am-10am 

on a 1st come, 1st serve basis by email the day before your assignment is due. This is highly recommended but 

not required.
