Legislative History:

At its meeting of February 10, 2020, the Academic Senate approved the following policy
recommendation presented by Senator Sullivan-Green for the Instruction and Student
Affairs Committee. F13-






Feedback on an assignment is a student’s right. Timely feedback enables a student to
successfully progress in and complete a course; therefore, faculty should provide
feedback in a timely manner. When assigning student work, faculty should indicate the
expected timeframe when feedback will be provided, and if a delay occurs, students
should be notified of the new expected timeframe. When feedback on an assignment
affects performance on subsequent assignment(s), the due date for the subsequent
assignment(s) should enable students to maximize their performance on the
assignment(s).
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
