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If you make a report alleging a violation of the university's Title IX policy [CSU Executive Order 1097 (rev. 10/1/21)] and choose 
to participate in an investigation, you are entitled to support. Supportive measures may include individual or group counseling 
services offered or contracted by SJSU, support during an investigation from the Campus Survivor Advocate, academic support 
(e.g., extensions on course assignments or exams), housing accommodations, No Contact directives, safety escorts, and referrals 
to off-campus resources. Supportive measures are tailored to your needs and will be discussed with you if you request them. 

If your allegations are investigated and SJSU determines that the former trainer sexually harassed you, you will also be entitled 
to remedies. Remedies may include counseling, extensions of deadlines or other course-related adjustments, modifications of 
work or class schedules, campus escorts, restrictions on contact between the parties, changes in work or housing locations,
