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If you make a report alleging a violation of the university's Title IX policy [CSU Executive Order 1096 (rev. 10/12/21)] and choose 
to participate in an investigation, you are entitled to support. Supportive measures may include individual or group counseling 
services offered or contracted by SJSU, or support during an investigation from a survivor advocate employed or retained by 
SJSU. Supportive measures are tailored to your needs and will be discussed with you if you request them. 

If your allegations are investigated and SJSU determines that the former trainer sexually harassed you, you will also be entitled 
to remedies. Possible remedies include: 

• Access to 12 counseling sessions offered through SJSU (free of charge, delivered in-person or via remote tele-health 
methods) during a 12-month period.  
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
