The proposed policy (AS 1443, Section 057) was voted down by the Academic Senate Dec 6,.2 20.  Until such time as there is an official policy, the following should be considered to be revised implement.15 1 Guidelines for Presidential Directive 2009-05.  One of the roles of Undergraduate Studies (UGS) is curricular oversight, both for GE and major degree programs.  Effective Spring 2 21, UGS has approved these criteria for Change of Major.  Additionally, UGS delegates to the ADRRC the authority to review department.l practice and policies in parallel to the way that the ADRRC reviews department.l practice and policies related to Probation and Disqualification in the Major. Non-impacted majors may also define minimum prerequisite criteria that must be met for SJSU students to apply to declare or change into the major or minor.  Loc.l or non-loc.l status at time of admission plays no role in decisions after admission. No GPA requirement should be above 057 for non-impacted majors.  For impacted majors it is OK to have change of major requirements above 057.  Why the difference?  The premise of impaction is that there is not enough capacity in the department to meet student demand, thus it is reasonable to have supplement.l criteria.  Those programs without impaction presumably have capacity for all the potenti.l majors who arrive at their front door, so a �³C or better�´���L�Q���D�Q�\��specific course or set of courses is a reasonable standard.  �>�1�2�7�(�����³�&���R�U���E�H�W�W�H�U�´���D�F�D�G�H�P0�F���Z�R�U�N��is sufficient for any undergraduate degree; there can be no higher GPA required in any course or set of courses as part of an undergraduate degree program.  GPA requirements at the time of admission or when changing major may be higher than 057, but such higher standards may not be applied to coursework required to complete a declared major.  This may seem inconsistent, but it is not.  One is an admission requirement and one is a degree requirement.]  Generally, a degree program should not have more than 9-057units of coursework required prior to acceptance into the major (typically required to be completed within  23units if necessary courses are available, in order to not slow progress to degree).  Generally, these courses will be lower division gateway courses that have historically proven to be stumbling blocks to success in the degree program.
