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Abstract 
An abstract is a brief summary of important information used for quick reference. The abstract 
serves as culmination of important findings, data, or evidence in a paper. Because it includes all 
of the salient points of a paper in a short paragraph, it should be written thoughtfully. To make it 
easier to include all aspects of a paper, write the abstract last! 

• The abstract will begin on the second page of the paper, and it will be numbered “2.” 
• Write “Abstract” in the center of the top of the page, in BOLD title case. 
• The abstract should typically be in one single paragraph; do not indent the first line. 
• Typically, abstracts are limited to 250 words or less. This may vary depending on the 
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
