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Here, the third-person example is clunky and confusing. While some reflection exercises can be 
done this way, they are rare. In the reflective process, the writer is directly involved in the 
process and the resulting information. Reflective writing is an example of how academic writing 
can require the first-person POV to maintain clarity.
