	The Present Tense
	A. To raise is a transitive verb that requires a direct object. In other words, something or someone is receiving the action. The action of the verb is being transferred from the actor to the direct object.
	B. To rise is an intransitive verb and does not take a direct object.
	The Past Tense and Past Participle
	A. The past tense of to raise is raised, and the past participle of to raise is raised. The past participle of to raise takes the helping verb “has,” “have,” or “had.”
